CHOCOLATE OR LILAC POINT BIRMAN ADULT FEMALE 
 
 
1ST WITHELD 
 
2ND  Hand  ESAYA BELSHAZZARCOCO Chocolate 
This girls points do not match at all and facially she looks seal but has choc coloured legs 
and tail.  She does have nice birman type with medium sized well set apart ears.  Profile 
shows slight dip on medium length nose...  Eyes of deep blue colour and almost round in 
shape.  Nice silky soft coat with medium length bushy tail.  Sparkling white tidy gloves’, 
matching socks, nicely tapered matching gauntlets.  Nicely presented and excellent 
temperament. 
  
 
3rd  Perkins  ADSETLO BEWITCHED SABRINA  Lilac 
Again points colours do not match and gives the appearance of being blue rather than 
lilac.  Her face in narrow and she is quite eary at present with a weak chin.  Profile would 
benefit from a slightly better dip.   Rangy shape small body.  Tail medium in length but 
very sparse in fur.  Tidy gloves. Matched socks,  Even length tapered gauntlets. 
 
AOC MAINE COON MALE 
 
1ST CC BOB  Whitmarsh  COONFLAKES ACE OF SPADES Black 
A beautifully presented laid back showy boy with medium length head and square 
muzzle, chin firm and bite good.  Nose of uniform width with shallow curve to profile.  
Ears large and tall  well feathered and tufted at tips. Full round eyes spaced well apart 
with a slightly oblique set. A lovely frontal ruff.  Large long body with rectangular 
appearance and of excellent substance body supported by substantial legs with large 
round paws and tufts of fur between the toes.  Tail reaching to shoulder blades and the fur 
profuse.   A lovely top coat to and a pleasure to handle. 
 
AOC MAINE COON FEMALE 
 
1ST CC WITHELD  Geary  LYNDONGRAEY MY FAIR LADY Tortie 
L loved the colouring and intermingling on this girl.  Substantial weight to her body 
which I would have liked a little more length to.  Profuse flowing tail fur and the length 
reaching to her shoulder blades.  Substantial legs with large rounded paws with tufts of 
fur between the paws.  I would have liked a little more squareness to the muzzle, her eyes 
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were also very bold and lacked the oblique set and ears needed to be larger and taller but 
had lovely tufts to the tips.   
 
2.Portsmouth  CHANAMAC REDCLOUD – cream shaded 
The head on this youngster needs to develop as at present it is very narrow and plain.  
Her coat colours is delicate and soft but very short at present.  Eyes spaced well apart 
with slight oblique set.  Tall ears. A long body of good weight. 
  
 
BROWN OR BLUE TABBY MAINE COON KITTEN MALE 
 
1ST BOB WITHELD   Floyd  MABALAKAT MONEY BUSINESS Brown Tabby  
 
I liked this boy very much he had a medium length head with strong chin and square 
mizzle with a level bite.  Fairly full cheeks and high cheeks bones.   Nose of uniform 
width with shallow curve to the profile. Lovely full round eyes set slightly oblique.  
Large tall ears which were well feather and tufted at tips.  A long rectangular shaped 
body of good bone supported by substantial legs with large round and tufted paws.  Tail 
fur profuse and flowing but unfortunately he already had a greasy stud tail at the bas 
which was my reason for withholding BOB on this lovely kitten.  Excellent tabby coat 
patter and delightful manners. 
 
 
BROWN OR BLUE TABBY MAINE COON KITTEN female 
 

1. Cannell  MABALAKAT HELPME RHONDA Brown tabby and white 
The first thing I noticed on this kitten was the enormous tufts on the tips of ears which 
seem to make the ears look a little top heavy and detracts from the overall type.  Head of 
medium length with square muzzle.  Full round eyes with a slight oblique set.  Profile 
show shallow curve.  A rectangular body shape a lovely long tail with profuse flowing 
fur.    A very glossy soft top coat of good pattern.   Beautifully presented and excellent 
temperament. 
 
 
 
AV SEMI LONG HAIR IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER MALE 
 
1 IMPR GR PR.  Izzard  IGR PR. VANBELMA NITRO EXPRESS Seal Point Birman 
Now over 16 years old and looking really good except for a little loss of colour on his 
gums.  His eyes still a nice blue colour and almost round in shape.  Ears medium in size 
and spaced well apart.    Profile shows slight dip, cheeks full and round and the mask a 
lovely rich seal colour and matching on all points.  A massive body with a medium length 
bushy tail.  Medium height thick set legs.  Tidy gloves and socks, nicely matched 
tapering gauntlets.  An absolute dream to handle and a privilege to award him Imperial, 
Grand and Best of breed today. 
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Res Imp Gr Pr.  Stanton GR. PR. AZERPASHAN BOBBY DAZZLER Blue 
Colourpointed Ragdoll   I have judged this boy many times and always placed him highly 
today he was a little short of coat but still has  a pale bluish white coat complimented by 
greyish blue points contrast on head, feet legs and tail.  A heavy long muscular body with 
medium length legs of good substance with large firm tufted paws.  Long bush tail which 
tapered towards the tip and was nicely balanced to his body.  Broad head with flat plane 
between medium sized ears which had slight tilt forward and were well furnished.  Well 
opened large blue eyes set slightly oblique and well apart.  Nose of medium length and 
showing a gentle dip.  Nicely rounded muzzle and full cheeks with firm chin and level 
bite.  A silky medium length coat which had been well prepared.  He was very happy to 
be judged today. 
 
 
AV SEMI LONG HAIR IMPERIAL GRAND PREMIER FEMALE 
 
1 Imp Gr Pr.  Leppard UK GR CH and IGR PR FANCYTOO Grouch Haven’t seen her 
since I gave her best of variety at the supreme in 2007 today she was looking really good 
and now in her 14th year...  A long silky pale of white coat colour complimented by 
delicate lilac matching points.  Her eye shape is almost round but the colour fading just a 
little.  Nose medium in length with slight dip to profile and nose leather lilac.  Cheeks full 
and round with well developed chin and good bite. Her typical feminine head is framed 
by long ruff.  Good body shape.  Medium length bushy tail.  Snowy white gloves and 
socks.  Nicely matched tapering gauntlets.  Many congratulations on best in show female 
neuter win...   
 
The male and female imperial winners are of excellent age and true ambassadors for the 
breed well done to the owners/breeders.

Nose of uniform width showing shallow 
curve, Large ears which were tall and showing tufts at the tips and well and well 
feathered.

Profile shows slight dip on medium length nose.  .  Cheeks full and round with well 
developed chin and level bite.  Almost round blue eyes.  Base points blue intermingled 
with shades of light and dark cream on all points.  Even gloves and socks.  Nicely shaped 
matching gauntlets.  A silky soft coat.  Wonderful temperament.

Ears large and tall  well feathered 
and tufted at tips.  Full round eyes spaced well apart.  Profile shows shallow curve but I 
fond his nose little broad.  Profuse flowing fur to tail which reached to his shoulder 
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blades.  Very substantial legs which he needed to support his super body with large tufted 
paws.  His undercoat was covered by a glossy top coat which had been well prepared.

There is nothing 
between these two boys they are the same with the exception that I found the profile on 
this boy more roman nose shape rather than long and straight.

A very 
full ruff  frames her long triangular head shape.  Profile long and straight, large ears with 
good width at base and very long hairs extending out of the ear.  Well opened large 
slightly oval eyes set obliquely.  A strong chin with good bite.  Long elegant body of 
good bone supported by  high legs with large tufted paws.  A very bushy long tail 
reaching to shoulder blades.  Beautifully presented and delightful temperament 
congratulations on best in show win. 
 
2.Irwing  LEAHBLUES TIARA  Silver tabby and white Maine coon 
This girls coat was very greasy and she would have benefited from lot more show 
preparation
